6TH EAST ASIAN GAMES，TIANJIN  2013
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1 Introduction

The EAGA and the 6th EAGOC have joined together to create this Sports Entries Manual to help NOCs complete entry procedures for the 6th East Asian Games.

This Manual streamlines the entry process and provides information on rules and regulations regarding the Sports Entries and the instructions on filling out the Entry Forms.

The 6th East Asian Games will be held from Oct 6 to 15, 2013 in Tianjin, China. In accordance with the  Olympic Council of Asia（OCA）Constitution and Rules, the official entry is divided into two phases:

Entry by Number for all events/sports - submission deadline is 24:00, April 30, 2013 (Beijing Time).

Entry by Name for all participating athletes- submission deadline is 24:00, Aug 31, 2013 (Beijing Time).

The Entry by Name Forms should be completed in their entirety including the full names as shown on their passports for all participating athletes. It is possible for the NOCs to make changes or update the information regarding the contents of completed Entry Forms up to the deadline. No any amendments will permitted after the deadline.  
2 Entry Procedures

As it is stated in Article Nine of the current EAGA Constitution and Rules that only the EAGA member NOCs , Associate Member NOCs and invited NOCs  are entitle to send athletes to participate in the current East Asian Games. Or the NOCs in other areas adjacent to East Asia may be invited to participate with the approval of the OCA.
To complete the Sports Entries Procedures ,the NOCs must complete and submit the following Entry Forms :

2.1 Entry by Number Form

The Entry by Number Form refers to the total number of athletes that a NOC intends to enter into each sport and related competition events as per the Sports and Competition Events Program and relevant rules and regulations, at the 6th East Asian Games, Tianjin 2013. Athletes’ names are not required on these forms and each athlete may only be counted once in the total number of athletes being entered, regardless how many events he or she may compete in 
2.2 Entry by Name Form

All the athletes and teams that represent an NOC and are eligible for the 6th East Asian Games, Tianjin 2013 shall fill out the Entry by Name Form (Individuals and Teams). The Individual Entry Form, bearing the signature of the athlete in the column of “Competitor’s Declaration” and confirmed by the NOC and NF concerned with their signature and stamp, shall be considered as the final legal document for participation in the 6th East Asian Games Tianjin 2013. 

2.3 Accreditation

In order to participate in the Games, all athletes must submit applications for accreditation to the EAGOC through their respective NOC. The submission deadline is Feb 28, 2013.

2.4 Forms Submission

The Entry Forms can be submitted by e-mail .or by express mail .Submission deadlines are as follows:

2.4.1 Sport Entry Form - Entry by Number Form:

Please send the scanned copy of Entry by Number Forms with proper NOC and NF signature and stamp to the EAGOC no later than 24:00, April 30, 2013 (Beijing Time).
2.4.2 Sport Entry Form - Entry by Name Form: 
Please send the hard copy of Entry by Name Forms with  personal signature of athletes and the signature and stamp of NOC and NF to the EAGOC by express mail, or scanned copies by e-mail no later than 24:00, Aug 31, 2013 (Beijing Time). If the NOCs who do not send the entry forms by express mail before the deadline of the entry, they shall submit the entry forms to the organizing committee during the Delegation Registration Meeting (DRM.)
2.5 Late Athlete Replacement Policy
The deadline for the submission of Entry by Name Form is Aug 31, 2013. However, under exceptional circumstances (e.g. injury or other medical emergencies) and on a case-by-case basis, the EAGA and the EAGOC may allow the replacement of athletes after the above-noted deadline provided that:

A. The replacement athlete is entitled and eligible to participate in the Games in accordance with the OCA Constitution and Rules.

B. The relevant NOC have applied for accreditation for the replacement athlete prior to the accreditation application deadline, i.e. Feb 28, 2013. 

In addition, the procedures below should be followed for athlete replacement:

     The relevant NOC should complete an official Athlete Replacement Form and fill out an Entry by Name Form for the replacement athlete.

In principle, it is only possible to replace an athlete before the Technical Meeting for the relevant sport. All the documents regarding this matter should be directed to the EAGOC NOC Relations Department for further procedures.  

3 Instructions on Filling in Entry by Name Form

3.1 General Instructions

● Please read the Sports Entries Manual carefully before entering any information on the Entry by Name Froms.

● Please follow the specific notes and instructions given on each Entry by Name Form.

● Each Entry Form must be completed clearly and in its entirety without any corrections. If any alternation is made, please indicate corrected information.

    ● Please print or type the forms in Capital Latin Letters and Arabic Numerals. The letters and numbers should follow the printed style below:

● Please fill in the date requested in one of the following formats:

E.g. Aug 1, 1991 should be filled in as 01/08/1991 or 01/08/91. 
● All the original copies of the Forms should be signed and stamped by the President or Secretary General of the NOCs and the relevant NFs. Please make sure that the stamp should not overlap any information that is filled in.

● All the athletes should read the Eligibility Code in the Manual and sign on the Competitors Declaration in the Entry by Name Form.
● All athletes participating in team sports should also complete the Individual Entry by Name Form.

3.2 Specific Instructions
● Family Name

The family name should be consistent with that on the athlete’s passport.
● Given Name

The given name should be consistent with that on the athlete’s passport. 

● Internationally Recognized Name

The name (if available) is often used by the athlete and recognized in regular sport competitions.
    ● Passport Number

It refers to the number of Athlete’s passport which should be valid for at least six months from the date entering into China.

● Accreditation Number

It refers to a six-digit serial number assigned by the EAGOC to identify the athletes. Please ensure that the accreditation number is filled in on the Entry by Name Form.

● Height and Weight

Please use centimeters (cm) and kilograms (kg) for filling in    the height and weight of the athlete.

● Date of Birth

The format should be dd/mm/yy.

E.g. Aug 1, 1991 should be filled in as 01/08/1991 or 01/08/91.

    ● Nationality

Athlete’s nationality 
●For specific information need to be entered in the Entry by Name Form for each sport, please refer to Section 4 of this Manual – Specific Instructions by Sport.  
● Eligibility

The Eligibility Code (see Appendix 2) of the EAGA Constitution and Rules shall be implemented. Athletes should read the Code carefully, and only those athletes recognizing the Eligibility Code, conforming to the regulations and rules of the EAGA and Asian/International Sports Federations and having signed the Competitors Declaration on the Entry by Name Forms are eligible to participate in the 6th East Asian Games.

Aquatics competition includes two disciplines of swimming and diving consisting of fifty (50) events in total for both men’s and women’s events, among which forty (40) events for swimming and ten (10) events for diving.

Participating in the 6th East Asian Games, I acknowledge that it is an event with far-reaching international and historical significance. Given that my application for participation is approved, I agree to be filmed, televised, photographed, identified or otherwise recorded during the Games authorized under the conditions now or hereafter by the EAGA. In addition, I agree to follow the rules and regulations of the EAGA and AFs. I also agree to comply with the Olympic Charter currently in force, in particular, with the provisions of the Olympic Charter regarding the mass media (Rule 49 and its Bye-law), and the allowable trademark identification on clothing and equipment worn or used at the 6th East Asian Games (Rule 68). I also agree to comply with the World Anti-Doping Code which will be applied throughout the Games from Oct 6 to 15, 2013, and the provisions regarding urine and breath/blood sample collection processes. I am clear that the EAGA Anti-Doping Code refers to the Prohibitive Substance List of World Anti-Doping Regulation and any applicable revision made on the list. All relevant and applicable provisions and rules have been brought to my attention by my NOC and/or my NF or AFs.

I also agree that all photographs and moving images taken by me at the Games, including those of athletes competing in any official venue, should be used solely for personal and non-commercial purposes, unless prior written consent is obtained from the EAGOC.

Acceptance of risk and release of claims

I acknowledge that I participate in the 6th East Asian Games at my own risk; I will take all reasonable measures to protect myself from suffering injury or other harm. 

I also acknowledge that I am responsible for all my properties. The EAGOC and the EAGA accept no responsibility for any loss or damage to such properties.

I release the EAGA Council, the EAGOC and the Chinese Olympic Committee, and their respective executive members, directors, officers, employees, volunteers, contractors or agents, from any liability (to the extent permitted by law) for any loss, injury or damage suffered by me in relation to my participation in the 6th East Asian Games.

Acceptance of binding arbitration

I acknowledge and accept that any dispute arising on the occasion of or in connection with my participation in the Games, if proved to be unsolvable after legal remedies adopted by my NOC, relevant International (Sports) Federations (IFs), the EAGA and the EAGOC, I will personally resort to the Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS) for the final and binding arbitration. The CAS will arbitrate according to the applicable laws and has the exclusive jurisdiction to take interim measures of protection. I will not lodge any compensation claim, arbitration or lawsuit to any other court or arbitration tribunal or seek for any other remedy.
